Explore: 
The children discussed givers and takers.  We talked about what a giver and 

taker was in school and at home.  We asked ourselves ‘are we givers or 
takers?’ 

 

LF1: Lent, an opportunity for giving 
The children planned a set of questions to ask 
Jesus in the desert. They asked him about his 
choices, especially what he meant by ‘no one 

lives on bread alone.’ We chose different people 
to act out the role of Jesus.   

LF2: How to live during Lent.  
Some children wrote a radio programme 

script about Lent. Other children created a 
poster how to be like Jesus during Lent.  
Other children wrote their own Lenten
